CIPD Gloucestershire Branch

The Alan Murgatroyd Memorial fund provides student bursaries, offering some financial assistance to students who are participating in CIPD related studies.   

The fund was set up to commemorate the life of a very active CIPD member. Alan had been a key driver in developing the Gloucestershire Branch. As one-time Chair of the Branch he had led to it being a successful and well managed Branch. His role led him to considerable involvement for the Branch at CIPD headquarters and he also taught on CIPD programmes.  However his major interest was that of students, their progression, their successes and their involvement in their professional body. In this respect the fund aims to continue the support that Alan personally provided to students during his life. 

The Committee will consider applications for bursaries at any time during the year, from current students or individuals who are applying for a course in the next academic year.  Bursaries will usually range from £100 to £300, but may be more in exceptional circumstances.

To apply for the bursary students should:

1. Be a member of the Gloucestershire Branch or be prepared to join the branch on commencement of the course.

2. Be studying, or be about to commence study at any one of the Gloucestershire Colleges/University undertaking a programme that leads to a CIPD qualification (at any level), or be living in Gloucestershire whilst studying at an establishment outside of the county.

3. If successful in their application, agree to attend a local branch event (free of charge) to collect the cheque.

4. Fully complete the application form and send to the Student Representative (details below)

5. The application will be considered by a sub committee of the Core Branch Committee, and their decision is final.  A decision will be sent to the student as soon after the meeting as possible.

Successful students must commit themselves to helping the Branch in some way; for example, writing an article or book review for the newsletter or helping to organise an event.
